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Class 2

Our theme for this term is
 ‘Fire! Fire!’ 
English and Literacy
We will be reading a wide range of stories with familiar settings and then writing our own story based on ‘Not Now Bernard’ (David McKee) using characters from and the setting of Burton Agnes School. We will be working on our dictionary skills as part of our non-fiction work and in our poetry sessions: ‘Really Looking’, the children will be listening to, performing and writing their own poems based on closely observed experiences. Towards the end of term we will be busy practising our Christmas Play and will look forward to performing it to you all! 
Mathematics and Numeracy
The children will be developing their mathematical skills, working at a level that is appropriately challenging for their ability. We will be securing number facts, gaining an understanding of place value, practising calculation skills and applying our knowledge in problem solving situations. Year 1 children will be naming and describing the properties of 2D and 3Dshapes. Year 2  will be focusing on Money in their measurement work. 
Science

The children will be studying Light and Sound. They will be encouraged to be curious and ask questions about what they notice. They will use simple scientific language to talk about what they have found out. They will be finding out about different sources of light and how shadows are formed. They will experiment with how sound is produced and changes in pitch. 
ICT 

The children will be revisiting E-Safety, making sure that they have the appropriate knowledge and skills to stay safe when using the internet.  The children will also be experimenting with different art packages to help them create images linked to their history topic.  They will learn how to use the internet for research purposes.  They will also learn how to use algorithms for programming and will use Bluebot, logo and scratch to support this.
RE

The children will be look at the faiths of Judaism and Christianity and celebrating the festivals of Harvest, Christmas, Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur and Hanukkah. 
History 

Our history topic this term will be the Great Fire of London.

Geography
After half term we will focus our geography sessions on the United Kingdom and the children will find out about the different countries that make up the UK.
Art and Design Technology

In Art we will be using a range of media to create paintings/collages using ‘Hot Colours’. We will be drawing portraits of Samuel Pepys/King Charles II and looking at paintings painted by artists at the time of the Great Fire of London. In Design and Technology we will be designing and making puppets.
Music
We will be listening to music composed by Purcell/Handel and excerpts from the Great Fire of London musical by Butler Colbourn.
We will also be learning how to play the ocarina and our singing will be based on songs about The Great Fire of London as well as plenty of opportunities to sing our favourites!

Our themes this term are ‘New Beginnings’ and ‘Getting on and Falling out’.
