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Introduction

This policy reflects the marking and feedback techniques used to promote pupil outcomes and progress at Burton Agnes CE Primary School.

The policy provides guidance for a consistent approach to be used by all teachers.

At Burton Agnes CE Primary School we recognise the importance of feedback as part of the teaching and learning cycle and aim to maximise the effectiveness of its use as a tool to advance pupil outcomes and progress.  We are mindful of the workload implications of written marking and of the research surrounding effective feedback.  Our policy is underpinned by the evidence of best practise from the Education Endowment Foundation and the Department for Education’s research.
Aims
Marking and feedback should:
· Further children’s learning

· Relate to the learning objective taught in the lesson

· Give children recognition and appropriate praise for the success of their work

· Give children clear strategies on how they can improve their work

· Be accessible to all children

· Provide a tool for teacher assessment

· Help teachers evaluate teaching and inform future planning

· Be manageable for teachers

· Focus on improvement and not correction

· Where appropriate, be responded to by the child

· Involve peer/self-assessment and marking, when appropriate

· Be meaningful, manageable and motivating.
Teachers are encouraged you to use their professional judgment to decide when is the right time to provide verbal feedback, to surface mark, when it needs highlighting, or when a next step comment is the right approach. It goes without saying that this judgment needs to be based on what will most positively impact that child's progress.

At Burton Agnes CE Primary our marking will take on the following, where appropriate:
· Depending on the nature of the task set, pupils’ work should receive some feedback from the teacher in written or verbal form. 

· Feedback should relate back to the objectives of the lesson and /or a previous target from feedback and /or success criteria.   It should also challenge and move them on in their learing and understanding.
· When appropriate, written feedback should be in the form of a positive statement, which will be written in pink to highlight that we are tickled pink with what they have done and at least one point to improve, build on and work towards next time.  This will be written in green to highlight that it is green to grow.    

· Response Time should be made for the pupil to read/discuss the feedback. Formal time will be set aside for pupils to have time to read, reflect and act on the advice given.
· Some feedback will be given by pupils themselves in their own self-assessment, and by pupils to each other through the process of peer assessment; regular opportunities should be provided for this and pupils are taught the necessary skills to engage in this process constructively. They are trained to assess work against success criteria.  To support pupils in this process, the school will use success criteria which will be generated by the teachers or further up the school by the pupils themselves.  Children will write comments using the medal, mission, magpie.  

· Pupils will improve their work using polishing pens.  The will be purple so it is easy to identify where improvements have been made.

· In EYFS some feedback is given in pupils Foundation Stage Profiles, where feedback from parents is also recorded and contributes to teacher assessment. 
Assessment against EYFS standards is continual for all Reception pupils, with observations recorded in teacher records and the Foundation Stage Profile.
