Our topic for this term is “Burton Agnes’s Black hole!!”
We hope the following information is useful in supporting your child in his or her work at school and at home. The children in Class 3 will get homework once a week; this will be given on a Friday and should be returned on a Tuesday. This will be linked to work done in class that week; it could be Literacy, Mathematics or Topic based. I also would encourage them to practise their spellings and times tables at home as well as reading to an adult as much as possible. 

Literacy

This term we will learn about the features of persuasive writing. We will be focusing on advertising, starting with posters used to advertise and then moving on to leaflets. We are lucky enough to have Burton Agnes Hall on our doorstep and we are going to think about how advertising is dealt with for the big events they hold there! The children will be creating their own leaflets to persuade people to come to Burton Agnes.
We will also be visiting the Manor House and creating a story set in an imaginary world. The children will be using their senses to create a ‘Lion, the witch and the wardrobe’ type story, where the children go through the wall in the Manor House to an imaginary world of their choice. In addition to this, we will be looking at features of newspapers and writing our own linked to events that have happened in school.

During lessons, the children will be given opportunities to improve their speaking and listening skills through role play. 

We also will be continuing with our guided reading sessions three times a week, ‘Book Talk’. This encourages the children to read as a group, with a partner and individually and to talk about their book using specific questioning linked to the assessment criteria.

Mathematics
The children will develop their mathematical skills, working at a level which is appropriately challenging for their ability, focusing on a new scheme of work called ‘white rose maths’. This scheme allows the children to focus more on developing their knowledge through problem solving and reasoning. 
They will be looking at securing number facts, including looking at factors and multiples. The children will also be spending time learning methods for the four operations; adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing. They will learn a variety of methods including partitioning, column method, grid method and the bus stop method. The children will also be looking at written and mental strategies to add and subtract money. These methods will help the children to solve a variety of word problems. The children will learn how to multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000 and will be using the inverse to help them check calculations. The children will look at fractions, finding fractions of shapes and numbers and looking at the links between fractions and decimals. They will classify 2D and 3D shapes, looking at their properties, and begin to learn about angles in shapes. In Class 3, we also have regular times table tests.

Science
The science topics for this term are states of matter and sound. The children will plan a fair test, decide what equipment to use, make and record measurements. The children will draw their own conclusions from the results. They will be creating their own Tudor instrument and looking at different sounds they can make from it.
Information and Communication Technology
The children will be using Google Earth to plan journeys and look at maps. This will lead on to some data handling using Excel. They will also be creating their own television advert linked to our Literacy topic. 
Religious Education

Our topic will be ‘Remembering’. The children will explore actions and rituals associated with festivals, celebrations and times of remembering, and how symbols and artefacts may be used to express the belief of a faith member.
There will also be a focus on Harvest and Christmas. 

MFL

Focusing on French, the children will be looking at introducing themselves, colours, numbers, age and animals. Using the Ilanguages programme, the children are beginning to not only be able to say sentences in French but also write the sentences themselves. 

Topic work- History and Geography

The children will look at the local area from past times up until how it is today. They will think about the Tudor era- linked to Burton Agnes Hall and also how the land has changed over the years. We will be doing a lot of map work linked to this. The children will be looking at coastal erosion linked to Bridlington. 
Art & Design Technology
This will be linked to our topic work and the children will be designing and creating their own Burton Agnes Hall, St Martin’s Church, the Gate house and the Norman Manor House. They will be sketching Burton Agnes Hall and artefacts using pen and ink. The children will also be creating Tudor collages using a variety of materials. We will also be looking at Andy Goldsworthy’s work and producing some of our own in his style. 
Music

We will be listening to some of Mozart and Abba’s work and comparing the two. The children will also be learning to play the guitar every Tuesday morning and learning a composition in percussion sessions. 
Physical Education
The children will be having their ten weeks of swimming lessons at Driffield Sports Centre. The children will be learning how the techniques and skills needed to play hockey and basketball. This will include lots of ball skills, as well as coordination and spatial awareness. They will also be taking part in numerous invasion games and doing some orienteering. 
PSHCE
We will be focusing on ‘change’ and ‘relationships’. The children are given time to take part in circle times and any issues in school are discussed during these times.
